in the event of doing 8o, he will deemed a wilful
trespasser, and proceeded. nﬂninn acoordingly.

In you Jetter it is stuted that verbal notice had been
given to Sir Edward Kerrison and his servants to keep
off Mr. Crawshay’s lond, dut without effeet.

1In this respect you haye been misinformed.

On the 24th ult. the hounds were in full pursuit of a
fox, which had crossed the county river from. Siz
Edward Kerrison’s park, and ran in the direction of
one of Mr, Crawshey’s small coverts. A man came to
Sir Edward and gave him warning not {o trespasy, and
the moment it was ascertained that the fox had gone
into the covert, the hounds were culled off, and taken
round the estate, nnd on' the other side of it they
picked up the scent and van to Dicklcburgh. Not
more thap one of two hounds entered the covert,
Neither §ir Edward Kerrinon nor his huntsman went
upon the land at all, and his whip wenton foot only
into one field to draw the hounds to him,

r. Crawshay has for_this triflivg, and, in fact,
unavoidable treapnss, thought it right to resort to legal
prm‘fls, we are requested to placeon record the follow-
ing facts :— .

Mr. Crowshay is the ownerof a small property at
Scole, containing some B0 acres, formise & narrow strip
of land, in no part exceeding the breadth of one or two
small fields, and bounded by the turnpike road on one
side, and the eatate of Mr. Wilson, of Redgrave Hall,
on the other. " = re 3

There are some inconsiderable plantations upon it,
and it is understood that large numbersof phensants
are renred there, In May and June last many dogs
were killed in Scole and its neighbourhood, by means
of poisoned flesh senttered broades 1 the roads, and
thrown over the fences tnto the u\‘if ping fields. The
stomachs of two of these poisoned dogs and of a fox
wese examined; and apon analyeis, it was found that in

Public jndignation was very uaturally aroused at
these outrages. A reward was offered for the discovery
of the perpetrator and the poisoning ceased.

ere was 1o reason to suppose M. Crawshay had
auy concern in these acts, but in November last, &

close to Mr. Crawshey’s land, and that gentleman told
him that he bad shotand poisoued eight or nine foxes,
and_that if he_(the labourer), would toke it to the
‘Thelton keeper he would get 108, for it. M

Upon analysis this fox was found to have been poi-
soned in the same manuer as the doga and fox which
hiad been exsmined in the previous month of June.
In consequence of these facts public suspicion fell
upon Mr. Crawshay, and Sir Edward Kerrison, through
friend, sent the Poisoned Flesh o)
Act, 1864, and then received the following letter

““Mr, Crewshay presents hias compliments to Sir
Edward Kerrison, and having been informed of & con-
versation he has hind with Dr. Curteis on the subject of
fox poisoning, Mr. Crawshay thinks it sight to in-
form Sir E. Kerrison of the true state of the case. As so
‘many utterly false reports are in_ circulation,
state that, although he has cerlmn]{ laid poi

‘tand for the purpose of destroying vermin, he was

not nware that the act was illegal. Mr, melhai
found it necessary to use poison, having been mucl
troubled by the work of vermin on his ewn land, the
foxes also having done much’ harm, destroging a great
many of his pheasants and poultry, but the report that
he has Jeid poison (or authorised any other person to
Iy poison) on lund, not bis own, is perfectly untrue, "

Many of Mr. Crawshay’s neighbours (as well as him-
self), do not approye of foxes being turned down, their
witlies not having been consulted.

mWﬂh reference to this letter we ure requested to

state:—

1. That no fox hias ever been turned down upon Mr.
Crawshay’s land, nor hos one been turned down this
season within six miles of it.

2, That after cub hunting_in Sir Edward Kerrison’s
coverts foxes would naturally leave for a doy or two,
and would probnbly be attracted by the lnrge quantity
of game kept by Mr. Crawshay upon so small an area,
nad also by the poisoned meat purposely laid for their
destruction,

3._That Mr. Crawshay never made any complaint to
Sir Edward Kerrison, nor wes the latter, uptil the re-
ceipt of this letter, at all awnre that he was suffering
from the depredations of foxes,

Mr. Orawshay’s [etter containg a distinct admission
upon which—nad the_evidcoce in existence—he might
have been prosecuted to comviction under the provi.
sions of the Act of Parliament, and many of Sir Ed-
ward Kerrison’s friends were of opinion that such a
courae should be taken.

Sir_Edward Kerrison being desirous of liviog_on
frieadly terms with all his neighbours, called at Mr.
Crawshay’s house in the hope thut some satisfactory
explanation ‘would be arrived at, He could not be
seen, but Sir Edward was able tc leave 8 message that
he quite accepted the statement that Mr. Crawshay had
not Iaid poison o kis own Jand, and expressed  hope
that the matter would he ut an end, ¢

The response to this friendly step arrives in the
shape of your Ietter and legal notice, Sir Edward
Kerrison also saw Mr, Mann, of Thelton Hall, to whose
keeper Mr. Crawshey had directed one of the poisoned

8 week,
nor of forcing him to drink the washings of the cider
tuby, a5 was the case in Devon and Somerset. (Laugh-
ter, and  Hear, henr.””) There wan a feeling of restless-
ness and discoutent just iow, but he did not think the
Iabourer of Norfolk was really so badly off as the gen.
tleman from ould make him out to be.
(Hear, hear.) They were paid 12, or 18s, e-week, and
had in many instances a good cottage and garden. The
lahourer was also betteroff thau he waa 20 years ago,
‘because almost all the articles of his daily consumption
were cheaper. Beer was not perhaps any cheaper,
but aricles of cotton clothing, and, tes, coffee and
sugar were all much cheaper, Such things affected the
Iabourers” position ; still they were discontented, and if
they had andv real grievance, anything which they could
put forward, it was the duty of thase above the la«
bourer to meet bim in  calm and dispassionate manner,
(Hear, hear.) They must not pledge themselves to
sy course, because it had to be considered that any
increase of the labourers’ wages did not end with him.
self, but affected the whole community. Ttwas all
very well to say, as the agitators did, that the labourer
was to have 20s. n-weelk, but he did not see where it

amongst the Iabouring classes by Benefit Clubs, and
by the Savings’ Bank. He thought it was incumbent
on them so to improve the condition, of the labourers
Ba to prevent their banding together in Unions, whicl
would be very difficult to menage. One of the prin.
ciples of the Unions in the North wes that all men
should be paid alike—the man who was industrious
and frugal, and who endeavoured to suppart his family
by working hard, was to have no more than the man
wbo did s little as he could, and spent his leisure in a
ublic house, (Hear, hear.) This was to be avoided
f possible, and so were steikes. The very name of
stiske was to him an_abomination. A strike was nlso
much more important te the agricultural inferest than
e mill ownera ot iron masters, whose plant woul

merely lie idle during the strike. (Hear, hear.) A
steike of Jabourers in_harvest would be rainous to the
farmer, and highly injurious to the interests of the
country. A strike of shepherds inthe lambing scason
miih! ruin all the flockmastera in the country. Sir
Robert cancluded by recommending a quict and tem-
perate consideration of the position of the labourer,
and said that they should, above sll, show them that
they might be in & worse position if they attempted to
put any pressure on their employ ause,)
