Mainin there but & short time the decensed appeared
to get the better of her intoxication, and proceeded to
raise herself nd proceeded down the street; and ac-
cording ta & dtatemjent made by one of the witnesses,
ina “reeling manner.”. This; a0 a matter of course,
attmoted the attention of other lads, who with the gang
who had mesembled at the gutter, followed her down a
lane leading to the Matting Factory, but according to
counter evidence, the
pursuing the poor woman, but on the contrary were
going totheir homes. On reaching a meadow owned
By Mr. Morley, the deceased seemingly got over the
siyle leading theseto, and in themidst of @ drenching
soin, tools up her abode for the night. Early on the
(Sanday,) in consequence of a
moauing noise being heard in the distance, the atten-
tion of pnssers by was attracted, and_on going 1o the
apot from whee the noise proveeded, the poor creature
was found in a wretched condition, helpless, and ina
dying state, and with scarcely a rag to cover her, many
portions of her npparel being deposited in several
parts of the meadow. The poor woman could scarcely
speak, and was therefore uncble to give any accouat of
hereelf. After being carefully wrapped up, she was
talcen fo the Palice Stationat Long Melford, where, to
the praise of Mrs. Keeble, the wife of the Inspector of
Police, she was, well cared for, by having her wet
clothing, what little she hod “upon her, removed,
and dry ones substituted.” A bed was made up, ‘an
the decensed placed upon it; in fact, every comfort
afforded. Inspector Keeble went us soon s poasible
for a_doctor, but before his arrival, she had expired.
The Jury having viewed the bedy, which had -boen
lced in a cofiin, and deposited at the rear of the
totion House, they returned to the Justices’ Room,
where the following evidence was adduce
Policeman Ward, stationed at Glemsford, stated that
i about eight o’clock, from in-
formation he received he went to a mendow adjoining
the Matting Factory, ot Glemsford, where he found the
deceased, who wag lging on, her side, ehout 50 andu
from the Footpath. She wss almost naked with the
exception of her outer garment, and her chemise had
dropped down towards her feet. In auswer to him the
deceased seid, 1 lost my road, and fell into-some
water, and pray protect me.”’ About 8 hundred yords
from where the deceased was he found a shawl hanging
on s fence by the road side; further down the rond snd
close to the stile leading to the meadow in queation, he
discovered an old black petticont, snd in the meadow an
elastic side shoe and some pieces of other clothing were
also found. The decensed, who had a pair of shoes on,
was in a state of drunkenness. He nsked deceased
several timea how she loat her clothes, but shemadeno

COAL AND TONNAGE DUES.
The Chairman remarked that there had been aslight
'“""'5 off during the last half-year in the conl and ton-
nage dues, The year 1872 was an exceptionally good
one in many respects, slthough in tlat year there were
less in coal dues, on account of the long dispute about
the land-borne dues. The ¢oal dues hud fullen of from
the year 1868, when there were £2,900, to £2,100 in
1872, and 1873 to £1,678. Thia was for the half-year
ending Jonuary, ‘The tonnage dues were £1,560 in
1872, and £1,315 in 1873, A great dea! of the falling-
off of imported conls was owing to the strike of eolliers,
and the high price of coals in consequence ; but against
that there was an inerease of coals itaported by railwaz,
viz,, the five montha ending 30th November, 1871, the
amount wan 8,760 tons; and for the five montha end-
ing the 30th November, 1872, 11,886 tons, 50 that that
in aome measure compensated for the. falling-off in
seq-horne coals.
fr. Grimwade remarked that the great difficulty of
getting sea-borne coals was one cause of the reduction,
‘The Chairman said it was undoubtedly the case, and
was one great renson for affecting the contemplated im-
ovements in the dock entrance. Steamboats were
onded directly, whilst sailing vessels had to lay for
months, Some steamers were loaded and back again
before the sailing vessels would be loaded.

Mr, Geard remarked that the coal owners weze more
interested in the steamers, and gave them the prefer-
