Mr. Amnold made quiries at
Folkestone, which is as near to France as it is to
Canterbury, and far more easy of access from France
than from its own county town.

afair to sit in judgment on people who evade agree-
ments of this sort. But what of these agreements?
Are they binding in law, and who is to set the law in
motion? The original allottees of the Freehold Land
Society on this estate have abided by their agreements.
They have not erected houses for the sale of alcoholic
liquors, and hence they have made smaller profits.
Now, they see one of their number erect a public.
house and obtain a license for it. As there are many
places i the town in which restrictions as to the sale
of aleoholic drinks are supposed to exist, many people | ¢
would be glad to know how far such restrictions may
be enforced.
