	CPC APM 007/14  Police Report (See attached Reports)

PC Howgego prepared the report which was summarised by Cllr Angwin.

PCSO Chatten-Berry and her colleague then went on to discuss with the public the on-going problems of speeding on the B1078 Road and the recent road accident in the village.  The Police are arranging for a Speed Recording Device (SRD) to be placed along the B1078 Road.  This will provide various statistics including, how many vehicles are using the road, the time of day they are passing through and also the speed at which they are travelling.  The statistics will be analysed by the Police and forwarded on to Clopton PC in order that a report can then be produced and sent to SCC Highways Department.  The SRD will be in place for a week and they hope to carry this out within the next month.  Following on from this the Police may then go on to use the Safecam along this stretch of road.  The police will also speak with David Chenery at SCC Highways department and help with any further recommendations that can be made.  Clopton PC will be kept informed.  The police reported that the recent accident resulted in minor injury and that no prosecutions followed.  PCSO Chatten-Berry and her colleague then left the meeting.

	CPC APM 008/14  Reports from Organisations (See attached reports)

Village Hall Report prepared and given by Mr. David Hayhow (attached). 

Mr Hayhow produced a breakdown of the accounts and also added: -

a) that over the last 12 months money had been allocated to updating the disabled toilet, repairing the leaking roof, hedge cutting and a new tap had been installed in the kitchen area.

b) that the Swing Dance organisation were no longer using the hall and they had previously provided a quarter of the Village Hall’s income.

A resident asked whether any funding could be provided to assist with the up-keep of the football pitch as the grass cutting costs the VH £600.00 p.a.  Cllr Fryatt agreed to look at whether any grants were available for this, although such might be contingent on any sports activities being of an organised nature.  It is also hoped that a donation could be made to the Village Hall from any profits that may be made at the Village Fete this year.
