MOBILE POLICE STATION

The mobile police station will next be visiting Clopton on Thursday 4th September 14 between 1000 hrs and 1035 hrs, at Rouse Hall Estate
SPEEDING

A SDR (Speed Data Recorder) was set up on the B1078 Shop Rd junction between 1241 hrs 04/06/14 & 1046 hrs 11/06/14. This showed that 19203 vehicles passed through in the 7 day period, and that the average speed was 42.9 mph. Of the total number of vehicles, only 70 vehicles exceeded the ACPO limit which works out at 0.4%. This shows that although there were a few high speeds recorded, there is no real overall speeding problem as such.
OTHER BUSINESS
Message from Chief Constable Douglas Paxton and Police and Crime Commissioner Tim Passmore

We’ve got some good news to share with you about your local police service. Our aim is to maintain a quality policing service which keeps people safe while making more than £16 million of savings over the next four years. So far, thanks to a dedicated workforce and effective working with our partners, we are on track. Here’s why:

· Recorded crime is down by 7.1 % on last year

· The decrease includes falls in violence, robbery, domestic burglary, vehicle crime and criminal damage

· At the same time, crimes solved increased by 2.4%

· When people need us, we get there quickly. We attend over 90% of emergency incidents within our target time.

· More people are saying that they are satisfied with the service they receive when they need us.

· We are meeting nearly all the performance measures contained in the Police and Crime Plan for the county

· This performance has been achieved against a backdrop of an on-going programme of savings through collaborating units with Norfolk Constabulary, and sharing premises with Suffolk County Council and Suffolk Fire and Rescue Service.

Looking ahead, we will be looking for new collaborative opportunities, with our colleagues in Suffolk, Norfolk and beyond, to bridge a funding gap of more than £16 million over the next four years.
