There have been three reported crimes since your last meeting on 15/01/2015
3 X CRIMINAL DAMAGE OTHER – UNDER £5000

2) Offender/s have dug many holes in arable field in what looks like night hawking (use of metal detectors on private land for financial gain)- further enquiries are being undertaken by PC Mark Bryant (Rural crime and Wildlife Officer)
3) Offender/s have caused damage to 2 x notice boards using unknown weapon – extensive H2H  enquiries undertaken - nothing witnessed
